HOW TO BE AWARE OF YOUR WEATHER 

•� Americans typically move about once every seven years. One of the things they don't do at 
the same time is to learn about their new local weather before moving. Almost all Chamber 
of Commerce pages for a community, and many realtor sites, will provide that data. You can 
also contact the local National Weather Service Office through the NWS site at :

•� If you want a qUick way to keep up with your local weather, or the weather somewhere else,

•� Place outdoor thermometers around your living place to track conditions. Get a 

temperature, humidity, and barometer set for the indoors to track general conditions. 
•� Watching your local news and The Weather Channel can keep you informed. If you get a 

weather "watch" be aware and be vigilant. If you get a "warning" you must take actions to 
protect yourself. 

•� Purchase a NOAA weather radio and learn how to use it. These radios are available in many 
locations in your local stores and online. Read the instructions and learn how to use them.

•� Visit with the elderly in your community to learn about past serious weather events. They 

can also have insights into climatic changes. Also learn about American Indian lore for 
weather in your area, especially places of safety during severe events like flooding. 

•� Consider joining a local weather club to better understand the weather in your area. 

•� Join a national group to get a larger perspective and more training on meteorology, like the 
National Weather Association.
